     Many miles from here, in a land that few of us 

have ever seen, there is a village on a hilltop that 

has been there for over 150 years. The women must 

carry beat-up buckets over two miles to dip into a 

polluted stream and get water for their village. 
 

     A few years ago a dream was established to bring 

clean water, schools and health clinics to these    

ancient villages. The dream began with the establish-

ment of the Sumba foundation, an enterprise begun 

by the daughter and son-in-law of Beve and Jack 

Kiekel, with cooperation from a man by the name of 

Claude Graves who just wanted to ease the suffering 

of these wonderful people. 
 

     Since its inception, there have been established 

five clinics, four schools and increasing water       

projects. The Sumbanese have been trained to drill 

for water and the Foundation provides the equip-

ment to get it done. The schools have 150 to 200 or 

more students who do not need to go into the jungle     

anymore to relieve themselves and now can wash 

their hands. 
 

     Today there are over twenty-five wells providing 

water for nearly 10,000 people. The task is far from 

over even though the foundation work has a specific         

geographical target so the effort does not waste 

money. Over 90% of the money given to these      

projects goes directly to the relief of the people. 
 

     For more than three years the Sunriver Christian   

Fellowship has included these unknown people of 

God in our international outreach. This year our    

proposal to the Sumba Foundation is to try and    

supply water for just one village. We will form a bond 

with that village, with pictures of the people, the   

water site and the task ahead. Kathryn Downs, 

daughter of Beve and Jack Kiekel, will be there in 

April, will make the connection, and try to get us 

some vivid pictures of the mission. 
 

     As we enter into World Water Week we begin our 

journey to finish this task. We will ―prime the pump‖ 

with our designated budget amount of $780 and 

then work toward the needed amount of $2000 to 

finish the project. 
 

     In John 7:38, Jesus says that from the heart will 

flow ―rivers of living water.‖ We are challenged these 

days to be the people who release the deepest     

currents of our being to relieve the discomfort of   

others in the name of Christ. 

 

 

     Here is a prayer from the Lutheran World Relief to 

set the tone for what we dream to do:

Tests That Can Save Your Life 

For members of our community, a preventive   

healthcare ultrasound screening will be held at the 

Great Hall in Sunriver on Tuesday, April 14.  Life Line 

Screening will scan the carotid artery in the neck for 

plaque build-up, and the arteries in the legs for        

Peripheral Arterial Disease.  A third test is also        

available which checks for aneurysms in the aortic  

vessel in the abdomen. 

This is a prevention program, and with early       

detection, these problems can be treated.  The results 

are sent directly to you and Life Line Screening encour-

ages you to take them to your primary physician.  These 

tests are    non-invasive and completely painless and 

take about ten minutes or less each.

"This is work I believe I am called to do--" 

   The Rt. Rev. Bavi Edna "Nedi" Rivera, Suffragan Bishop of the Diocese of Olympia, will 

become Assisting Bishop of the Episcopal Diocese of Eastern Oregon in early March. 
 

     Rivera, called by the Diocesan Standing Committee, will be assisting bishop until she is 

named as Provisional Bishop at a diocesan electing convention on May 23, 2009.  She will 

work one-third time in eastern Oregon, a minimum of 77 days a year. Because church can-

ons call for a provisional bishop to be elected--and an electing convention requires consid-

erable advance planning to meet canonical requirements--the standing committee opted 

to bring Rivera in as Assisting Bishop, followed by an election. 

    "We did not want to wait any longer," said The Rev. Nancy Sargent Green, Standing Com-

mittee president.  "It was much more important to get her into this chair, into the hearts 

and lives of the people of eastern Oregon, and let her be our bishop." The Diocese of East-

ern Oregon has been without a bishop since early 2007, when  the Rt. Rev. Bill Gregg re-

signed to become assistant bishop of North Carolina. 

     Speaking to her new duties to the Diocese of Olympia, Rivera said that "the people of 

Eastern Oregon are in a huge transition. With only a couple dozen (mostly small) congrega-

tions, they will have to consider new ways of being the Episcopal Church in Eastern Ore-

gon.  None of us know yet what that will be.  They have called a bishop who they believe 

can (among other things) think creatively and explore new models of the episcopate, 

strengthen lay leadership, understand and embrace shared ministry and area ministry 

models, understand the culture of the Church in the West, and collaborate with other 

small and rural dioceses.  This first step of ministry shared between two dioceses is a first 

'new model of the episcopate.'" 

    Rivera was elected to be the Olympia diocese's first suffragan in 2004. Ordained to the 

priesthood in 1976, she served in parish ministry in the dioceses of El Camino Real and 

the Diocese of California.  Before moving to Washington she was rector of St. Aidan's Epis-

copal Church in San Francisco from 1994-2004.   

    The first Hispanic woman bishop in the Episcopal Church, Rivera has a bachelor's de-

gree in physics from Wheaton College in Norton, Mass. and an M. Div. from the Church 

Divinity School of the Pacific in Berkeley.  
 

    In a February 26 letter to Episcopalians in the Diocese of Eastern Oregon, Rivera wrote: 

                Beloved Sisters and Brothers in Christ, 

     When I was in seminary one of my professors had a poster on his door that has defined 

my life: ―To believe in God is to know that the rules are fair, and that there will be wonder-

ful surprises.‖ Wonderful surprises is exactly what God has had in store for me much of my 

life. In each of the places I have served I have found amazing surprises.  Sometimes I was-

n’t so sure that the rules really were fair, but looking back, I have come to understand that 

I didn’t have the foggiest idea about what the rules were, and that the surprises mostly 

came out of left field. 

     This surprise – of being your Assisting Bishop and most probably, your Provisional 

Bishop – didn’t seem to fit the rules. And yet here we are.  I was stunned when I was 

elected Bishop Suffragan in the Diocese of Olympia, and knocked off my feet when I was 

invited to participate in your Standing Committee’s Discernment Process for a Provisional 

Bishop.  When I read about the qualities you sought in a Provisional Bishop, I heard a 

call.  This is work I believe I am called to do. 

      Blessedly, Bishop Rickel, bishop diocesan of Olympia, was open to my entering into 

discernment with you, to being a missionary partner with EDEO.  None of us knows how 

the details of all this will work out, nor do we know where God will lead us.  We never do, 

but this particular leg of the journey has no map. We will take it a piece at a time and we 

will evaluate how it’s going on a regular basis. 

      Mostly, I look forward to getting to know each of you – each and every congregation, 

commission, region and minister. I look forward to walking with you, to discerning with you, 

to joining you on our journey together in Christ. I pray that I will be God’s instrument for 

wonderful surprises in the Episcopal Diocese of Eastern Oregon – surprises that delight, 

and that bring us all closer together and to God.

Siberia - The Unknown Russia 

 For most westerners, the word Siberia has 

been associated with images of ice, exile, and         

punishment.

 Elena Fyodorovna Sonina-Smith will give a 

presentation that will cover the history, culture, and 

traditions of Siberia, with a focus on the high-tech and 

industrial areas of south-central Siberia known by the 

beautiful Altai Mountains.  Strategically located       

adjacent to Mongolia and Northeastern China, home to 

numerous native tribes, the area is culturally and    

environmentally diverse.  The area provides a number 

of prominent universities offering various disciplines 

with major research affiliations.

 Currently an Adjunct Professor in the Russian 

Language Program at The Evergreen State College in
