 A storage room (actually a confessional) trans-

formed into a functional, attractive office.   Looking 

around at what has become the first permanent SCF 

church office in an actual church building, and re-

membering what it looked like on my first day-on-the-

job January 2nd, the term miraculous comes to 

mind.  First, thanks to Fr. Jim from Holy Trinity for 

generously giving up the space for an SCF office.  

Second, thanks to craftsmen from our own congrega-

tion (specifically Gerry Stearns, Dave Hennessy, and 

John Lysaker) who translated concept drawings into 

a wonderful work station and mail cubbies.  Third, 

thanks to a technically skilled individual (Ryan Lewis) 

who built an office computer with typical and not-so-

typical capacities which allows me to do a myriad of 

projects. 

 Walking the talk ñ shortly after beginning my 

work in January I started attending the Tuesday 

morning menõs group who meet in the Owlõs Nest at 

the lodge.  I wasnõt sure what to expect. However, 

knowing that Jack and Frank provided group direc-

tion, I was sure we wouldnõt be sitting around singing 

Kum Bah Ya and talking about the ògood ole days.ó  

Early on we were challenged to consider and do 

something about the need for affordable housing 

locally.  Talk about an introduction to the group.  I 

was a bit stunned by the immensity of the undertak-

ing and even more so, the willingness to not just pon-

tificate but act!  Within a very short time this idea took 

root and things began to happen.  The best way to 

describe this whole experience was best captured in 

Jackõs sermon on July 8th ñóweõre like dogs chasing 

cars and we actually caught one!ó  As time has pro-

gressed, this isnõt the only òcaró the group is  chasing.  

What a refreshing change from many groups Iõve 

been a part of ñ they actually act on Jamesõ thought 

ñ òfaith without works is dead!ó 

 Compassion in action ñ I attended my first UPCAP 

meeting a couple months ago.  Primarily there as an 

observer, I was pleasantly surprised by the many be-

hind-the-scene efforts going on.  Listening to story 

after story of both success and frustration, I sensed 

that each action was motivated by a compassionate 

person who would not let obstacles impede  them 

from doing what God had laid on their hearts.  Near 

the end of this newsletter you will read òThank Youó 

letters from individuals who have experienced some 

form of this compassion in action effort.   

 Committed leaders ñ board meetings can cer-

tainly become bored meetings if maintaining the 

status quo is the highest achievement of the agenda.  

I must admit that I look forward to our monthly man-

agement board meetings (something I thought I would 

never say), because SCFõs leadership is committed to 

making a difference.  There is certainly no lack of di-

verse opinions, but it is through this òiron sharpening 

ironó synergy that better outcomes result.  Foremost, I 

must credit Pastor Nancy, both by example and pre-

cept, for providing a climate where diversity and unity 

are wed.  It is a privilege to work alongside her and 

Pastor Dave in this effort. 

   A lot more could be said, but I will let this small to-

ken of reflections suffice.  Thanks to all of you for 

granting me the privilege to be a part of this divine 

activity.
