Annual Meeting Highlights  

Randy Egertson, Treasurer, reported that our net income for 2008 was +$4,329, 

a very positive end-of-the-year outcome in light of the economic challenges around 

us. In spite of a very slight increase in the overall 2009 budget from that in 2008, 

which included some reductions, our Outreach ministry will continue in full force 

due to restricted giving towards Outreach in the range of $24,000+.  This is in  

addition to the budgeted amount for Outreach. The Task Force report, regarding 

the ―Denominational Make-Up of the Management Board‖, stated two               

recommendations: (1) Make no change at this time, and (2) Encourage the   

Nominating Committee to monitor ―the nominating process,‖ particularly within 

the Episcopal and Lutheran groups to be assured that they have a sufficient   

number of qualified candidates to present for election.
