On January 28, ten new preschool children
were enrolled at New Generations Early Childhood
Development Center. They joined ten regular New
Generations preschool children to initiate
Headstart Program for children in the Three Rivers
Area! This event heralded the start of what New

serve young children of families in this area.

The current, integrated Headstart class will run
through the middle of June, 2009. Plans are to
complete a remodel to provide more and more
efficient space for the Center this coming summer
and restart the program in September, 2009. The
Integrated Program will then continue as long as
funds (both State and Federal) are available to
assure a viable program.

Neighborhood Impact which administers the
Headstart Program in Central Oregon, provides
funds to pay costs of one teacher and one teacher
assistant for the ten Headstart children. Ne
Generations provides the teacher for the ten
regularly enrolled children in this integrated class
of twenty. There are also funds available for
classroom furniture and other durable equipment.
Consumables such as art supplies, construction
paper etc. remain the responsibility of Ne
Generations. The extra ten prechool age childre
have created a significant need for art and other
consumable supplies.
