Dear Family,

On both Easter Sunday and the Sunday following,
we find ourselves in the Scriptures in the company of
the disciples who have closeted themselves away
behind closed, locked doors for fear of their lives. In
my sermon last Sunday, | said to you that these
closed and bolted doors were a paradigm for the
Church.

For too long, the Church has given way to the
temptation of living behind the protection of closed,
locked doors and keeping its faith promises
relegated to the personal and private realm. The
Church- and its members- were comfortable as long
as the Church used its divine power to solve "my
problems" and "my family's problems" of healing and
wholeness. If the Church did that, it did what it was
birthed to do.

My brothers and sisters, as you know by the
multitude of ministries we are involved in, there is a
whole other life found on the opposite side of these
locked and bolted doors, and that side is the public
world. This world comprises both economics and
politics which invade our lives and to which Jesus
calls us. "Peace be with you", Jesus says to us on
Easter Sunday and the Sunday following in John's
Gospel. With this peace comes the power of forgive-
ness and a new mission. With this peace Jesus calls
us to contend with sin as it affects our world. That
is the wedge that keeps the door of the Church open
to the public domain. Without this wedge, it would be
way too easy to simply share the Peace of Christ with
one another on this side of the bolted door, keeping
everybody and everything else on the outside.

The following true story from Habitat for
Humanity, as related by Mike Beeson, glimpses the
Easter we find on the other side of the closed door.

On March 20th, a group of Newberry
Habitat for Humanity workers (many of
them from SCF) gathered at the Newberry
Woods subdivision in La Pine to pour
concrete for the foundation of a new home.

These pours are tricky: a big mixer truck
shows up, aims the pour chute at the
forms, and concrete starts filling the voids.
Some of the volunteers on hand have
experience in this kind of thing, but it's
always a challenge. Things happen quickly,
the mix has to be evenly spread and
worked, and once the stuff starts to
harden, there are no "do-overs."

Into the midst of this somewhat intense
fray walked a man no one had seen before.
It was hard to miss the tattoos on his
body. He said he was a concrete worker.
He had seen the big truck roll on to the site
and decided to check it out. Workers
explained that Newberry Woods is a
Habitat project and all the labor is
volunteer. "That's fine" said the man, "let
me give you a hand." So he did, and was of
great assistance; in fact, volunteer
coordinator Steve Austin says the job came
out great with this fellow's help.

At one point the tattooed "concrete
guy” said he'd done some things in his life
he wasn't proud of, and he decided it was
time for him to start turning things around
and get involved in positive projects. He
added that his brother has been required
by the courts to put in community service
hours and asked if Habitat could use some
of that time. The answer was a big "yes".
Newberry Habitat has used people in
this circumstance before, and it has
worked out well.

Habitat for Humanity is a faith-based
organization, and as Newberry Habitat
Chaplain Jack Kiekel keeps reminding the
group, interesting things happen if you
"lean out on the God-ward side."”

Empowered by the peace of God that Jesus gives
us at Easter time, we are called to bear the forgiving,
transforming love of God into every sphere of human
existence. May SCF choose always to live on both
sides of the unbolted door.

The dance goes on in Christ's Name Ministry Team

...and so the dance goes on in Christ's name. Thank you, SCF, for your support.

It was springtime in 2004 when we received a call for help. Two of us from SCF, Darla
Mercer and myself, Beve Kiekel, along with Keith Schaeffer from the Community Church,
met at Neva's "home" - a small travel trailer in La Pine. The trailer sat on a large
lot cluttered with huge amounts of old car parts and scrap metal. It was home to a baby, a
toddler, and an older man for whom she was the caregiver and who helped with ex-
penses. Neva was an auto mechanic and some of what appeared to us as "junk" was for
her, a resource. However, she was notified by the authorities that she would be fined
unless she hauled away some of the junk and she needed financial help to do that. Keith
contacted someone who could do the job. We walked around the place, talked over her
problems, agreed to help her and then gathered in a prayer circle to ask for God's blessing
and presence in her life.

We stayed in touch over the years encouraging, assisting financially a few more times,
connecting her with Care and Share until finally she called one day honestly acknowledg-
ing her addictions. She was on parole and had lost custody of her children as well as her
driver's license and again needed shelter. In this crisis, however, she was to gain some
things. First, her children had blessedly been placed by DHS in a Christian home; second,
she had a parole officer and a social worker who saw something redeemable in Neva;
third, she was assigned to a Department of Human Services volunteer who drove her to
Bend for parenting classes in the Methodist Church and for supervised visits with her
children (as well as on his own, taking her to church on Sundays); fourth, she was given a
small booklet entitled, Stumbling Blocks or Building Blocks

One day as we talked, Neva told me that starting at 14 years of age, she had been taken
into custody 15 times and was beginning to see those times as building blocks to learn to
be strong and survive, and finally to help others make better decisions. She said, "l think
I'm getting it. | feel God with me when | make good choices."

After she had regained custody of her children, Shereda Benfield and Danna Harnish
took a prayer shawl out to the meager little trailer she was sharing with her two children
and a friend. Four women prayed as the shawl was wrapped around Neva.

We, SCF, have not helped Neva for about 2 years. She called the other day assuring me
first of all that she was okay saying, "I'm sober and | still have my prayer shawl and I'm
working with someone collecting and selling scrap metal." She didn't need help, but she
had a friend who did. In cooperation with the FAN Advocate from La Pine schools and with
Holy Trinity Church, we, SCF, helped Neva's friend.

We want to thank Joan and Percy for hosting this event and Shirley Reedy, Marlys Lysaker and Carol
Webb who made the arrangements. Bishop Dave answered questions for about an hour and we all got to know him a bit
better.

Shirley Reedy, Al Webb, Steve Austin and Bob Vogel make up the Thrivent Congregational Coordinating team for SCF and
we met in March to discuss how to promote the use of Thrivent matching funds in our congregations. Since that time
Newberry Habitat and New Generations have come forward with plans for fund raisers and we hope there will be more. Our
Seniors ministry, the SCF Theater Group and CLARES are candidates to receive funds from the Care in Congregations program.

EVANGELISM
One of the ministries we help support is Rahab Thailand Ministries. The focus of Rahab is the girls who work in the sex
bars in the red light district of Bangkok. All too frequently these young girls have been sold into this life of prostitution.

Following are excerpts from their newsletter: “On the 20t of December e took roses and invited the girls working in the sex
bars in Patpong to our Christmas party. . . We had a great turnout with about 50 girls coming. . . Our 4 girls (11 to 16 years),
who live at Rahab House with their Mums, did a dance which they had practiced for weeks. It was well choreographed and the
girls looked beautiful. . . One of the Board members told the Christmas story and when we gave the girls the opportunity to
come and receive Jesus, 25 responded. We are currently spending less time in bar visitation, perhaps once a month as we
take the time instead to follow up the girls who made commitments and encourage them. The outreach team and other strong
Christians at Rahab have all got a list of girls to regularly phone and encourage. As well as this we plan on meeting for coffee
etc, out of the bars where it is easier to speak and they are not watched by the Mama-Sans. We believe God is going to do
amazing things in Rahab this year.”

CLEAN WATER WELLS FOR SUMBA

Several weeks ago we celebrated “Clean Water Week” in our service. At that time we announced that SCF would work
towards raising funds for a hand dug well for a village in Sumba. We said that that well would cost about $2000 to dig and
that our budgeted funds for Sumba for 2009 (about $800) would go towards this well. As this is being written, Beve and Jack
Kiekel's daughter Kathryn is on her way to Sumba with a suitcase full of medicine. She will stay for ten days and is under
orders to return with pictures of the village where our clean water well will be dug. We will pass these pictures on to you when
we have them. The details of how we will raise the remaining $1200 have not been decided yet but the purpose of this article
is to keep the task in front of you and to keep you informed.

Following are excerpts from the Sumba Foundation website (www.sumbafoundation.org) under the title “2009 Water
Projects”. This will give you a good idea of the need and how our “well” fits into their overall water project.

Clean water is the basic amenity that everyone deserves to have; it is essential to a healthy existence. In Sumba the ancient hilltop villages are
far from the water sources in the valleys below. The women and children must walk miles to fetch just one bucket of water. Our surveys of the
villages, schools and clinics found that 90% do not have a water source within a reasonable distance (less than a half mile). As a result the hygiene
conditions are appalling and an ideal breeding ground for disease.

For example, lack of water and toilet facilities at a school means that each day, 200 children must go to the bushes when nature calls, afterwards
there is nowhere to wash their hands. Imagine clinics where the nurse or midwife has only a bucket of unclean spring water to use for cleaning
wounds and equipment.

We have been drilling and digging wells for six years providing clean water for thousands of villagers, school children and the sick visiting our
clinics. The changes water makes in peoples lives are immediate and clearly visible. Within months the overall health and well being of a village is
transformed for the better, the students at the schools are cleaner and healthier in appearance and the hygiene conditions of clinics and villages are
vastly improved.

Our team can complete up to 10 hand-dug wells in a year. We start by digging the well to a size that will provide the water needs for the village
or, where possible, for several villages. The wells are lined with stone and cement and then covered with a corrugated tin roof. The completed well
has a hand pump and washing platform for the villagers to use. These wells provide clean water and change the lives of the people living in the
nearby villages. Some of the wells can also be used for small scale crop irrigation in our farming projects. Each well can be fitted with a small
mechanical pump that can be used to irrigate up to an acre of nearby land providing not only water but also food for the village.
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
