Dear Family, 
 

     My wife, Carolyn, is a connoisseur of children’s 

literature.  For the students she teaches, this literary 

genre opens to them a world of new and inventive ideas 

while at the same time inviting them to translate their own 

imaginations into creative expression.  One children’s 

book recommended to her a few years back by a former 

SCF member, Madeleine Fraley, is Grateful: A Song of Giv-

ing Thanks.  Each page is filled with colorful pictures and 

heartfelt narrative.  A bonus within the book is a CD of the 

narrative put to music and sung by Art Garfunkel. 
 

I must confess that this musical narrative has        

become one of my favorite Thanksgiving songs.  More 

than just lulling me into nostalgia, it invites me to pause 

and recall with gratitude the lasting  influences on my life 

from a variety of people over the past six and a half     

decades.  Those who have had the profoundest imprint on 

me have come from my own family.  If you will let me   

indulge a bit, I want to briefly share about four people for 

whom I am eternally grateful. 
 

From our UPCAP (Up Close & Personal) ministry I hear 

stories of families they are serving often fractured by an 

array of bad choices, generational poverty, and a sense of 

hopelessness about the future.  That is not my story.  My 

parents were certainly not perfect but my brother and I 

were their top priority beyond their commitment to each 

other (a commitment that lasted nearly 66 years).  They 

were part of what Tom Brokaw identified as the “Greatest 

Generation.”  Having lived through the Depression and all 

of the wars the 20th century crammed into 100 years, they  

reflected the values of their generation - hard work, com-

mitment to family, loyalty, and a resolution to provide for 

my brother and I higher education experiences out of 

reach for themselves decades before.  It was my mother’s 

commitment to God and her involvement in our home 

church in Seattle that modeled for me that “genuine faith 

must be exercised in action.”  In later years, my dad would 

experience a spiritual renewal and together for the rest of 

their years together, both participated in weekly worship.  I 

can hardly imagine where I would be today if not for the 

unfailing and steadfast devotion my parents had for my 

brother and me. 
 

 My brother, Bill, is nine older than me and fortunately  

provided a kind of “buffer” between my parents’ reactions 

towards me when my behaviors were not exactly stellar.  

On  a  positive  note,  my  brother  is  an excellent  teacher   

having taught history at the high school level in the Seattle 

School district for 33 years and as a Bible teacher in    

multiple churches).  I credit him with instilling in me a love 

for history.  He was the “instrumental” person to launch 

me, at age 10, into playing the piano in our home church.  

But more than that, his spiritual influence provided the 

impetus that led me to response to God’s grace-gift of His 

Son, Jesus.  How does one put a value on that influence? 

Priceless! 
 

I entered vocational-ministry training in the late 

1960s.  The five years I spent at Western Seminary in 

Portland were life-changing.  Each professor contributed in 

special ways both through their academic discipline and 

personal life.  It was here that I met the woman who would 

in the future become my mother-in-law, Anne Sandoval.  

We were drawn together because she has a beautiful so-

prano voice but needed an accompanist.  Serving often in 

a public relations role for the seminary, she was a fre-

quent speaker at church women’s groups.  Often this in-

cluded her singing solos as part of the presentation.  As 

only she could, I was schmoozed into coming along to ac-

company her, and on occasion share a testimony.  I proba-

bly ate more quiche than the law permitted!  But our times 

together were priceless and her impact on my life, invalu-

able.  Her greatest gift to me was her oldest daughter, 

Carolyn, my wife.  It isn’t often that one knows the “in-

laws” ahead of time, or the mother-in-law has a chance to 

“fix” the prospective son-in-law.  Besides her impact on 

both my  wife and I, she has been a God-sent grand-

mother to our three sons. 
 

I could easily expand my list a hundredfold, and at the 

top would be my wife and children, that likewise have 

made a lasting imprint on me but space does not allow for 

that at present.  In closing, I  encourage you to take a few   

moments this Thanksgiving season to recall and reflect on 

those who contributed something of themselves to help 

you along in your life development.  Include in your re-

membrances some time to say in your own words a prayer 

that emulates something of Paul’s attitude when he wrote  

to the saints at Philippi - òI thank my God every time I re-

member you.ó

WHATS HAPPENING AT NATIVITY LUTHERAN CHURCH. 
    One of our sister churches at the south side of Bend is making lots of news lately.  Nativity Lutheran Church at 

the corner of Brosterhous and Knott Rd. at the south edge of Bend is making good use of their 5 acre parcel.  For 

the past few years Nativity has been in discussion of how to best use the vacant land adjacent to their church.  

Many ideas were put forth from the building of a school to turning the land over to Habitat for Humanity for the 

building low-cost housing.  Now the church has finalized plans for the use of the property.  Several years ago a 

Head Start program was approved at the church and an extensive play ground had to be built on the grounds.  This 

last year a community garden was planted to provide food for their food bank.  Now they have plans for an orchard 

to supplement the garden and planting will begin soon.  Also plans have been approved for a Prayer and Memorial 

Garden on the property.  This memorial garden will be a beautiful addition to the Nativity Campus and will serve the 

entire community as well as Nativity. 

    SCF has a special relationship to Nativity since several of our members formerly worshiped at Nativity and Pastor 

Dave Nagler has preached at SCF as part of a pulpit exchange with Pastor Nancy.  Also Pastor Dave has taught   

several classes at SCF.  We will follow the progress of these projects with great interest. 

NEWBERRY HABITAT APPLIES FOR A THRIVENT BUILDS GRANT  
 

     Newberry Habitat for Humanity has applied for a Thrivent Builds grant for 2010.  Thrivent expects to announce 

award decisions by mid-November, 2009.  If Newberry receives the grant, they will build a home in La Pine that could 

not have been built without the grant.  65% of the funding of the home will be provided by Thrivent Financial for      

Lutherans, 25% will be provided by Newberry Habitat and the remaining 10% will be raised by the local Lutheran 

churches and the Central Oregon Thrivent Chapter.  The Central Oregon Chapter, Sunriver Christian Fellowship 

(Shepherd of the Mountains Lutheran Church), Faith Lutheran Church of La Pine, Nativity Lutheran Church and Trinity 

Lutheran Church, both of Bend, have already pledged their support if Newberry is awarded the grant.   

    The program helps mobilize Lutherans and Thrivent members through the Thrivent chapter system, increase aware-

ness of Thrivent Builds with Habitat for Humanity alliance and both host organizations as well as provide a quality   

volunteer experience for Thrivent members and Lutherans across central Oregon. 

    Randy Heise is the executive director on Newberry Habitat and Mike Beeson is President of the board of directors.

SUMBA WATER WELLS & MORE UPDATE 

The following are an excerpts from the  

Year in Review 2008-09 report  

from Sumba Foundation.  

MALNUTRITION:  Hundreds of children have gone through our malnutrition program this year. Some of those children were 

close to death and the others would certainly have been harmed for life without our intervention, some of the recoveries were 

nothing short of spectacular.  For at least three months each child is fed a special high protein diet we have developed. They 

are monitored closely throughout the time they are in the program and for up to two months after they have gained normal 

WHO recommended weight and released from the program. While their children are in the program the mothers are taught 

about nutrition and the importance of a healthy diet for their families and how to cook healthy meals. Many of them are now 

growing vegetables at their homes to feed their children with after they have left the program.  

MALARIA:  This year we focused on the consolidation of existing programs and areas. The Sumba Foundation Malaria Control 

Program performed numerous field surveys, mass blood screenings, malaria treatments and bed net distributions as well as 

reading malaria slides at our central Laboratory.  Thousands of people received treated mosquito nets and thousands more 

were treated for malaria by our team. We also opened the first permanent microscopy school in Indonesia and most likely the 

only one in South East Asia. This initiative will teach and improve the diagnostic skills of hundreds of government microscapist; 

ultimately it will benefit the hundreds of thousands of Sumbanese who are typically miss-diagnosed at the hospitals and clinics 

on the island. This is the first important step we are taking to control malaria everywhere in Sumba.
